For your Vestry, it has been a busy and very productive month.

The Susquehanna County Mission Partnership met on January 27" at Historic St. Paul’s. Representatives from
five of the area Episcopal Churches joined together to share ideas and brainstorm ways to work effectively
together. Wardens and/or treasurers from St. Marks (New Milford), Christ Church (Susquehanna), St. Peter’s
(Tunkhannock), St. Paul’s (Montrose) and Trinity (Carbondale) were in attendance. Two major ideas that we
will work to implement are as follows:
1/ Coordinating a mass Easter mailing to residents of Susquehanna County. Beautiful postcards will be
mailed detailing the Easter services available at all the area Episcopal churches.
2/ Compiling a joint pull out calendar for our monthly newsletters that will list special events at all the
Episcopal churches in our area.
3/ Coordinating our calendar so that Undie Sunday, UTO ingathering and other outreach opportunities
occur on the same Sunday at each church. By celebrating and sharing these ministries together, we will
realize a greater impact.

The following weekend was our in house vestry retreat. Along with great food and company, we were able to
further discern our mission and our work ahead for the coming years. We did a bit of study about stewardship
and the financial health of a church as well as the roles and responsibilities of Vestry members. A lively
discussion was started about the details of size transition in a church and some of the issues that come to light
with growth of members and programs. Scott Quigg presented the work of the Search Committee to date. In
the coming months, the vestry will work through the realities of our place in the search process and.we will
continue to struggle with the financial realities of a rural church. As with last year’s retreat, we left in high
spirits with a clearer understanding of the issues at hand and common goals as we move ahead.
