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My dear Friends, 
 
You are invited. 
 
These three words can open new experiences, opportunities, and activities in our lives. 
 
Recently, a parishioner said to me:  “Father Charles, you must read this book.”  This was an invitation to join 
her in an experience that she wanted to share.  And, she was correct; it was a “must.”  This process happens 
all the time. 
 
When we have a good, often new, experience we want to share it whether it is a book, or a restaurant, or a 
movie, or place for a vacation.  This has happened to all of us, and we have often been the one to invite. 
 
An invitation comes in many ways.  At a meeting this past month, a parishioner prepared a very tasty dish.  
Alongside the dish, was the recipe on 3X5 cards.  The invitation was not only to try the food, but the way 
you can replicate the experience. 
 
I like to be invited into new experiences.  I like to explore ideas, places and things -- try ethnic restaurants, 
new authors, and new friends.  In fact, that is how I came to the Episcopal Church.  I have shared the story 
with you… 
 
Friends in High School invited me to join their youth group at the Episcopal Church.  They invited me, they 
took me, and the rest is history. 
 
Over and over again Jesus issues invitations:  come follow me; go and do likewise; tell what happened to 
you to the rabbis.  And, we are constantly reminded in Scripture that when people experienced the healing 
and teaching of Jesus, they invited others to experience him, too. 
 
If it is a part of our nature to invite people to join us in sharing a new, exciting experience; if we have the 
witness in the Scripture that invitation to know, love, and serve God is the modus operandi of being a Chris-
tian, why is it that we find it difficult to invite people – our family, friends, and neighbors – to join us in ex-
periencing the love, comfort, and support of God within a caring and nurturing community? 
 
I am deeply grateful to the loving and caring friends who invited me to join them in love of God and my 
neighbor.  It changed my whole life. 
 
I wish someone would help me understand why we find it impossible to invite others to join us in what we 
know to be a wonderful, healthy, and life-giving experience.

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From the work bench of the Junior Warden 
 
Don’t forget November 1st, is fall clean up day from 9:00 am until 12:00 pm.  We will be cleaning up leaves 
in our church yard and whatever else inside the church that we have help and time to do.  Come and join the 
fun. 
 
To all interested parties, again this year St. Paul’s will be accepting bids for snow removal and salting of our 
sidewalks. 
 
Winter will soon be upon us and its time to start thinking how to seal up our building from Mother Nature.  
To help us with this process, we asked Trehab for an energy audit. 
 
To make this short and sweet, the Property Committee presented the Vestry the following recommendations 
from the Energy Audit. 

Replace the Chestnut Street door. 
Replace the door and storm door upstairs in the office area. 
Insulate the heating pipes in the basement. 
Replace all the old thermostats with new digital ones. 
Replace incandescent light bulbs with compact fluorescent bulbs where possible 
Install weather stripping and caulk other doors and window as needed. 
Seal off fireplace in Parrish Hall and basement with thermax foam insulation. 

 
The first 5 items of this list will cost around $1,500.00. Think that’s bad, it only gets worse.  We had an an-
nual boiler inspection from The Hartford Steam and Boiler Inspection and Insurance Co.  They found a small 
pin hole in the expansion tank, which we knew about.  Wilcox General Services replaced the tank and 7 air 
bleeder valves on the manifold September 24, 2008.  I don’t know what the price tag on that repair will be. 
I guess it will be around $300.00 to $400.00.  There’s more... 
 
When Steve Wilcox was here doing another small repair, he noticed that one of our boilers was leaking.  It 
only leaks when the heating system cools down.  He thinks it is an “O” ring between the sections of the 
boiler.  I asked him if it could be repaired.  Steve Wilcox stated that the 23 year old boiler probably couldn’t 
be repaired.  He feels the boiler should make it through the winter.  The price he quoted on replacing the 
boiler will be around $6,900.00. 
 
The accessibility ramp and painting the outside trim of our building will be put on hold because of the strain 
on our finances. 
 
One last thought.  The other boiler is the same age as the one that is leaking.  Is our heating system sound 
enough to make it through the winter and if it’s not, what expense will we have to repair or replace it?

The Parish Survey process is nearly complete, 
with a total of 56 surveys submitted.  We would 
like to thank all of you who took the time to 
complete these forms and share your thoughts 
with us.  The survey data has been compiled into 
a report presented at the September 22nd Vestry 
meeting.  The Parish Profile is nearing its final 
form and is scheduled for submission to Vestry 
at their October meeting.  The Committee will be 
also be meeting with the Bishop and undergo 
further training in the near future. 

As we have said many times, this is your church 
and the significance of your participation in this 
process is tremendous.   We, as a Search Com-
mittee, represent you, and it is your input that 
enables us to represent you accurately.  The sur-
vey process helps the Search Committee to de-
fine exactly what we as a parish are looking for 
in our new Rector.  It defines how we view the 
present at St. Paul’s and signals what we look for 
in our future.   We have decided to take the sur-
vey process one step further and schedule 2-3 
small round table discussion groups.  Each round 
table will consist of 5-6 individuals from various 
age groups and backgrounds, as well as the 
Search Committee.  Discussion will be very in-
formal, last about 1 hour, and be designed to ob-
tain input to further aid us in getting a full pic-
ture of the issues at St. Paul’s.  During the com-
ing week we will be calling individuals to re-
quest participation in the discussion groups, 
which will be scheduled for the week of October 
5th.  We ask your cooperation in favorably re-
sponding to these requests if you are called. 

We continue to ask for your prayers as we move 
through this process.

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Lamb Project Needs Your Help 

The Lamb Project of our parish teens needs your help. The elementary school nurses for the Montrose Area 
School District originally suggested the idea.  The nurses often see students in crisis requiring immediate re-
moval from their own homes and placement in foster care.  Because of this rapid departure, the children of-
ten enter these alternative care situations with only the clothes they are wearing at the time.  They have noth-
ing they can call their own. 

In an effort to provide comfort and some form of continuity, our teens are providing gift kits of personal 
items for these children.  It was suggested that the items to include in the kits were blankets, stuffed toys, 
books, and toothbrushes, but St. Paul’s youth wanted much more for these kids.  After much brainstorming, 
planning, and shopping, made possible by generous donations by members of St. Paul’s, each kit addition-
ally included crayons and activity book, toothpaste, hairbrush, comb, a nightlight, and a pillow.  All items 
were conveniently packed in a duffle bag that the children could take with them wherever they go. 

The name “Lamb Project, was selected because it was a reminder of Jesus as Lamb and His sacrifice, but 
also fitting because of the fleece blankets that were to be included in the kits.  Youth members attached this 
project with gusto, immediate understanding the need. They were each able to put themselves into the shoes 
of the foster kids and come up with a list of items they felt were most necessary for a child who has nothing, 
especially during that first night in a strange home.

Halloween  2008 
 
 
 

Seventeen individuals, important in the development of Christianity, are commemorated in the Church calen-
dar during the month of October. Millions more are commemorated, on November 1st, All Saints (or, All Hal-
lows’) Day.  But this is October; we don’t celebrate All Saints in October, do we? 

In effect, we do - or, at least, Christians ‘did’, because Halloween (All Hallows’ Eve), celebrated on the last 
day of October, originated when Pope Gregory IV set the evening before November 1st (All Saints Day) as a 
vigil in preparation for the celebration of All Saints, in about 835. At the same time, All Hallows’ Eve merged 
with an ancient Celtic harvest festival called ‘Samhain’. The Celts believed that the dead returned to earth at 
this time, causing sickness and damaged crops; bonfires were lit to drive away the evil spirits. 

Throughout written history, people have believed in life after death. Christians know that Christ went to pre-
pare a place for us, in His Father’s house, after we have completed our life on Earth. During pre-Christian 
times people also believed in life after death, but they believed also that the dead might, under some circum-
stances, return to earth, primarily to carry out some sort of mischief. 

Over the past hundred years or so, American filmmakers and graphic artists have exploited these primitive be-
liefs in commercializing what had started as a religious vigil. Today, the spirits return to plague us in the form 
of children dressed as ghosts and ghouls, vampires, skeletons and devils, along with an assortment of other un-
savory, or at least, spectacular apparitions. Instead of lighting bonfires to frighten them away, most of us resort 
to bribes to minimize the degree of mischief they inflict. 

While the religious significance of All Hallows’ Eve has virtually disappeared, it does afford an opportunity 
for children to exercise their imaginations – and their elders!!       Submitted by Ed Stark, with the help of Wikipedia. 
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HYMN STORY:  Come, Ye Faithful, 
Raise the Strain (#199, 200) 

John of Damascus had an unusual childhood for 
someone who would be remembered for writing 
Christian hymns.  John's father was a Christian 
who served as the chief financial adviser to the 
Caliph Abd-el-Melik, the man who built the mag-
nificent Jerusalem mosque, the Dome of the 
Rock.  John grew up in a wealthy household and, 
when his father died, assumed his father's role as 
advisor to the Caliph.  

However, John felt a spiritual call that led him to 
renounce his wealth and retire to Mar Saba, a 
Greek Orthodox monastery overlooking the 
Kidron Valley near Jerusalem.  He spent the rest 
of his life there, and became famous for his writ-
ings, preaching, and hymns. 

"Come, Ye Faithful, Raise the Strain" is one of 
two hymns written by John of Damascus that are 
still found in many hymnbooks today (the other is 
"The Day of Resurrection,” #210).  We have both 
of these hymns available today because of the 
work of John Mason Neale, who translated them 
into English in the 19th Century -- a thousand 
years after John wrote them. 

This hymn begins with a celebration of the Exo-
dus -- the great miracle that freed Israel from 
slavery in Egypt.  It speaks of God bringing 
"Israel into joy from sadness" and recounts Is-
rael's journey through the Red Sea to freedom.  It 
then moves to a celebration of Christ's resurrec-
tion -- the freedom that he achieved from his 
tomb of death.  It then calls us to sing "Alleluia" 
in praise of Christ, "our King immortal," God the 
Father, and the Holy Spirit. 

A Game of Clue 

Stained glass windows have been teaching tools 
in churches for a thousand years or more. Usu-
ally the viewer is immediately familiar with the 
story evoked by the image. Either the priest has 
referred to a biblical passage over and over, or 
the congregation recognizes a local personage 
whose fame is preserved in oral history.  This 
Tiffany window, however, is something of a 
mystery. No one seems to recall the story it por-
trays, and our historical records do not mention 
its significance. When I first came to St. Paul's I 
assumed, for some reason,  that it was Gabriel up 
there, alongside Jesus and Paul. Later I heard it 
was Raphael.  More recently, as I began to re-
search this work of art, I began to doubt that it 
was an angel at all, despite the apparent wings in 
the background.  What I see now is a traveler, 
arriving by torchlight. Who could this young per-
son be?

“In Company With Angels” 
 
Those four words are simple enough.  But they are 
deep; and they have a modern connection to the not so 
modern book of revelation.  St. Paul’s was introduced 
to these words by Art Femenella when he was describ-
ing the restoration process for our stained glass Tif-
fany windows.  “Progress” in Cincinnati, Ohio in 1964 
had demolished a church to make way for highway 
expansion.  Seven Tiffany windows representing the 
seven angels of the seven churches in Revelation were 
crated and stored locally and eventually moved to 
Pennsylvania.  Forty-some years later a new pastor got 
curious, called in a stained glass expert (Art Fe-
menella) and the rest is history … unfolding history. 
 
The Tiffany windows originally were in the apse of 
the Swedenborgian New Jerusalem Church in Cincin-
nati, Ohio.  Emanuel Swedenborg (c.1650) is the 
sect’s founder whose famous quote is “ Inwardly, a 
person is in company with angels, though unaware.”  
From this quote comes both the title of this article and 
the name of the foundation that supports the seven 
windows.  Each of the seven angels holds a gift that 
God has promised as a reward to each church that re-
forms its ways. (See chapters 2 & 3 of Revelation.) 
 
 

Angels followed me from where I grew up in 
Ohio.  There was a elderly lady, named Mrs. 
Haney, that taught Sunday school.  She was of 
New Orleans heritage and used a lot of “Don’t cha 
know” and other cajun expressions.  Mrs. Haney’s 
claim-to-fame was angels, especially guardian an-
gels.  More than once she recounted events where 
she was concerned about the health and safety of 
her six children and enlisted the successful assis-
tance of HER guardian angel to the personal bene-
fit of her children by contacting THEIR guardian 
angel.  That was the time frame when I gave MY 
guardian angel a name.  His first name is Eugene 
and his last name is Gadabout.  During my high 
school years you could never be sure what part of 
Ohio I would be in due to extracurricular activi-
ties.  Since I was “gadding about”, the name 
seemed appropriate.  For short, I called him Egad.  
I did not make this story up!  Even then I had the 
humor(?) of an engineer. 
 
So angels and I are not strangers.  There have been 
no personal contacts, just feelings.  So when Art 
Femenella described “In Company With An-
gels”, I felt comfortable with it.  When I asked Art 
if the seven windows would fit on the St. Paul’s 
stage, he allowed as how they would.  His agree-
ment was immediately followed from across the 
room by an interjection by Fr. Charles that loosely 
translated said, “Chill.”  No rush.  Egad, my 
guardian angel, had a conversation with Fr. 
Charles guardian angel.  (I think Fr. Charles’ 
guardian angel’s name is Xavier.  His last name is 
Hausted.  That makes him X.Hausted.)   
 
As we reflect on the seven angels of the seven 
churches in Revelation I am reminded that we of 
St. Paul’s are trying to assemble a composite view 
of our congregation to present to a new rector.  
Which of the seven churches are we?

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A Message From Your Finance Committee  
September 2008 

 

The committee has met and discussed numerous existing operating and fiscal procedures during the year 
to assure that St. Paul’s (your) funds are being spent wisely and in accordance with accepted accounting 
practices. This is a work in progress and will continue. In addition, we are developing a strategic operating 
plan and guidelines to address the specifically identifiable needs of St. Paul’s. 

A number of issues have been presented to your Vestry for consideration and action, including the need 
for a strategic plan for capital repairs and improvement at St. Paul’s.. To that end, the Finance committee 
and Property Committee have worked together on identifying areas of critical need. 

Financially, St. Paul’s has remained static over the past few years, even showing a decline in available 
operating funds during the current year. This make it difficult to continue meeting the normal operating 
needs of the parish, as inflationary increases in the cost of key items (such as heating oil, electricity, trash 
removal, telephones, postage, printing, etc.) impact as much on St. Paul’s as they do on each of us indi-
vidually. It is evident that current pledge and plate contribution rates will make it very difficult for St. 
Paul’s to meet its financial obligations for the year. Our pledges and plate collections currently pay for 
approximately one third of the annual cost of operating St. Paul’s. The balance of our costs is borne by 
applying the total income from the parish’s investment trust, leaving no cushion for program expansion or 
development. 

Next year we anticipate welcoming a new rector to St. Paul’s. How we will fund that rector and the ancil-
lary costs associated with a full time rector at the current rate of income needs to be decided before the 
search committee begins advertising the position. This gives us about a month to make a determination. 
Remember that Father Charles has been magnanimous enough to provide St. Paul’s with nearly full time 
service for very little in the way of financial remuneration. We have been blessed during his tenure here at 
St. Paul’s. However, at the current rate of income to the church coffers, we will not be able to afford a full 
time rector for St. Paul’s. 

Remember, all members of the Finance committee have volunteered to represent you in helping with the 
financial operations of St. Paul’s and its congregation. You should feel free to discuss your concerns and 
suggestions with any member of the committee; or better yet, bring them to a finance committee meeting 
or (e)mail (rischwab@epix.net) them to me or the church office. All meetings are open to any member of 
St. Paul’s. 

Next month, along with an update on operational matters, I will offer an explanation of how St. Paul’s 
trust fund investments work.
